PACE Member Mike Galluzzo Jailed

On April 27, Champaign County Court
of Common Pleas Judge Roger Wilson
sentenced long-time PACE member
Mike Galluzzo to 30 days in the Tri-
County Regional Jail for non-payment
of child support. While PACE
encourages all child support obligors
to pay child support as ordered, the
facts in Mike’s case are quite extreme.
From Mike’s report (see p. 7), it appears
that the court first ordered Mike to pay
child support, then set up a situation in
which it was impossible for him to do
so, then sent him to jail for not paying
child support.

PACE Columbus Receives Grant
for Project to Involve Non-Residential Parents

in Their Children’s Schools
The William J. and Dorothy K. O’Neill
Foundation has awarded PACE a grant in the
amount of $8,340 for a one-year pilot program
to increase involvement by nonresident parents

in their children’s school.
A primary concern to members of PACE is the educational success
of children.  Yet a recent study by the National Center for Education
Statistics shows that nonresident parents—divorced or never-
married parents whose children’s primary home is with the other
parent or another adult—are significantly less involved in their
children’s schools than are other parents.

Only 18% of nonresident fathers and 31% of nonresident mothers
achieve a moderate or high level of participation in their children’s
school, compared to 52% of fathers and 79% of mothers in intact
families.

The same study also provides clear evidence that nonresident
parental involvement in schools is critical to the educational success
of their children, leading to fewer suspensions and expulsions,

greater involvement in
extracurricular activities, and
more grades of “A”—and that
this is the case regardless of
the level of involvement by
the resident parent.

college professors—tell similar
stories of feeling unwelcome in
their child’s school and of being
discouraged, often by the other
parent and often inadvertently,
from being an equal partner in their
child’s education.

Together with Kilbourne Middle
School in Worthington, PACE
plans an informational campaign
to notify nonresident parents that
they have the right to be involved
in their children’s schools and to
educate both resident and
nonresident parents about the
benefits of nonresident parental
involvement.

The grant will provide for the
design and printing of brochures
to support this educational effort.
School computer systems will be
modified to provide office staff with
appropriate information about
nonresident parents—e.g., a
mailing address for school
information and records
concerning the nonresident

parent’s right to take the child out
of school.  In addition, this project
will use focus groups to discover
further barriers to nonresident
parental involvement.  We expect
this project to increase the level of
involvement by nonresident
parents in Kilbourne Middle School
schools, and in turn, to improve the
educational experience of
Kilbourne’s students.

We hope this project will be hugely
successful and will become a
model for similar projects
nationwide and we encourage
PACE members with computer
programming or design and
marketing skills to become
involved.

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Ohio Judges Face Criminal Complaints
In Franklin County, Ohio
Justice Moyer Asleep At The Wheel !!

Will Franklin County Prosecutor Ron O’Brien Do His
Job ?

On May 24 and 30, 2001, in Franklin County Ohio
(Courthouse RM 4C, 369 S. High St., Columbus
OH), approximately 60 criminal charges will be
heard that concern possible criminal misconduct
by a number of Ohio judges. Many of the charges
involve theft in office.

Chief Justice Thomas Moyer had been informed of
but ignored prior complaints concerning possible
misconduct by these judges. In fact not only was
evidence of misconduct ignored by the Chief Jus-
tice, on July 2, 2000 Douglas Stephens, the asso-
ciate director of Judicial and Court Services for the
Ohio Supreme Court, responded to a Dispatch
Letter to The Editor defending some of these judges
now facing criminal charges.

Now David Buckman of prosecutor Ron O’Brien’s
office will have to deal with the charges being filed.
So far Mr. O’Brien’s office has been somewhat re-
luctant to pursue these matters, preparation to pros-
ecute these cases has been almost non-existent,
and Prosecutor O’Brien has already made public
comments making excuses for the conduct of these
judges.

We have a Chief Justice who has a documented
history of negligence in dealing with judicial mis-
conduct. We have a prosecutor who would no doubt
prefer these cases go away. And we have a num-
ber of judges who certainly don’t want to be held to
the law.

No doubt there will be tremendous pressure to dis-
pose of these matters quietly. All it would take is
for an unprepared prosecutor to present a slightly
confusing case and the trial judge could then lean
in the direction of dismissal.

That would be it - All neatly swept under the rug,
and Ohio would continue to have one of the most
corrupt legal systems in the country.

Regarding Judge Yarbrough and Chuck Evans
[The following, from Don Hubin, was sent to The Columbus
Dispatch, intended for consideration for publication as a letter to
the editor.]

Dear Editor:

Having observed Visiting Judge Stephen A. Yarbrough in
the Franklin County Court of Common Pleas on several
occasions, it did not come as a surprise to me that he has
been accused of theft in office (Dispatch, April 20, 2001,
B3, “Complaints Accuse Judge of Theft in Office”). Judge
Yarbrough has shown a shocking disdain for the law.

Just before last Christmas, he sentenced a Columbus fa-
ther, Chuck Evans, to ten days in jail for contempt of court.
Demanding the impossible sum of $30,000 in bail, Judge
Yarbrough ensured that Mr. Evans’ daughter, Hannah, would
miss Christmas and New Years’ Day with her dad.

What is remarkable about this incident is the arrogant dis-
regard Judge Yarbrough showed for the limitations on his
legal power. Ohio law allows a court to impose an immedi-
ate punishment—with no hearing—for certain forms of con-
tempt of court. Basically, the court is empowered to do this
for acts of contempt that are in the presence of the court or
so near the court as to interfere with court proceedings.
What Mr. Evans was accused of was failure to turn over
certain financial records that court had insisted he turn over.

When Mr. Evans’ attorney pointed out that Judge Yarbrough
did not have the authority to impose a summary judgment
for contempt unless the contempt was done in the pres-
ence of the court, Judge Yarbrough looked cooly at Mr.
Evans and said, “I find that this was done in the presence
of the court.”

This makes a mockery of Ohio law and displays a dizzying
degree of judicial arrogance!

According to the Dispatch article, Franklin County Pros-
ecutor Ron O’Brien opined that “there might have been prob-
lems with the Ohio Supreme Court’s billing guidelines dur-
ing the time period in question.” But how clearly do the rules
have to state that you can only bill for work you actually
do? And, how do you write the rules to handle the case of a
judge who will declare that something not done in his pres-
ence was done in his presence in order to get the result he
wants?

It remains to be seen how the legal system will handle these
serious charges against Judge Yarbrough. Even now,
though, two things are very clear. First, he has brought sus-
picion on our court system from the Franklin County Court
of Common Pleas where he sat as a visiting judge to the
Chief Justice of the Ohio Supreme Court who appointed
Judge Yarbrough to his visiting positions. And second,
whether he stole money from the taxpayers of Ohio or not,
he certainly stole a loving father from his daughter this last
Christmas.

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Nine Judges Face Theft Complaints

A judicial watchdog from Powell drew the ire of one
retired judge but praise from another as 57 theft
charges were lodged yesterday against nine visiting
judges.

“Oh, God,” said Judge Robert G. Wilson of Bryan, who
then cursed David Palmer. “It’s going to take someone
from the court system to put a muzzle on this guy.”

Two Franklin County Municipal Court judges said they
found “probable cause” to hear criminal complaints filed
by Palmer against traveling judges appointed by the
Ohio Supreme Court.

Palmer claims the part-time judges overbilled 32
counties for at least $50,000 in daily stipends, meals
and lodging. Court dates have been set for May 24
and May 30 to hear more from Palmer and the accused.

After The Dispatch showed Palmer’s complaint to
Judge Harry A. Hanna of Cuyahoga County yesterday,
the judge put a check for $402 in the mail to the Ohio
Supreme Court, he said. The money paid for a day in
February 2000 Hanna did not actually work.

“He’s right on one of them. I wasn’t careful enough,”
Hanna said. “I don’t know what his (Palmer’s) motivation
is, but he saved the taxpayers $402. He must be very
thorough. I’m glad he’s doing it.”

It was readily apparent yesterday, however, that Palmer
— who is papering courts throughout Ohio with
complaints — faces a David versus Goliath battle.

“What are you trying to accomplish?” a testy Franklin
County Municipal Judge Bruce Jenkins said before
asking Palmer for a synopsis of his case. “You don’t
have to read it to me.”

Afterward, Jenkins said he’d never encountered this
type of complaint against judges: “I thought it was rather
strange... I find that kind of hard to believe.”

Jenkins defended the system of assigning retired
judges to assist Common Pleas courts saying, “In these
larger counties, they need some help. The visiting
judges are a necessity.”

Officials from Auditor Jim Petro’s office and the Ohio
Supreme Court said that while being paid by two courts

on one day for two days of work is not illegal, Chief
Justice Thomas J. Moyer had asked that the habit be
discontinued in 1998.

“We’re going to have to sit down with the court and
have a serious conversation with them,” said D. Michael
Grodhaus, Petro’s chief legal counsel.

Douglas R. Stephens, director of judicial and court
services at the Supreme Court, said new recordkeeping
controls are in place to reduce the chances of double-
billing.

“We do 2,500 of these visiting judge assignments a
year, although even one (mistake) is not acceptable,”
Stephens said. “For Palmer to say this is widespread
abuse, this is not true. It’s a bad situation we’re working
to correct.”

Two judges, Stephen Yarbrough of Sylvania and Judith
A. Cross of Medina, also repaid the state for some of
the bills Palmer flagged as improper. Cross said she
mailed the court a check for $402 when the error was
brought to her attention on Wednesday. “I’m not a good
detail person,” Cross conceded yesterday.

Palmer said he intends to file criminal complaints
against additional judges, including three appellate
judges.

A separate misdemeanor charge filed by Palmer
against an Ohio Rail Development Commission official
who received rental income from Yarbrough was
dismissed yesterday because the complaint was not
dated properly.

Yarbrough’s attorney, Michael L. Close, said Palmer
misread the paperwork and that the judge never
double-billed for lodging at a German Village apartment.
Close, a former Common Pleas and appellate judge,
said, “I don’t know if there’s anything, that there’s been
anything improper.”

Palmer claims Yarbrough overbilled taxpayers for more
than $7,000 in five counties including at least $4,200
in Franklin County. When they retire, judges either offer
or are recruited by Moyer to help counties short of
judges. Counties receive a list of available judges and
call as needed.

Moyer also may appoint a judge to handle a particularly
complicated case, or a sticky case in which all local
judges recuse themselves.

Palmer said he has no vendettas. “I’m an equal
opportunity exposer,” he said.
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New Look at Realities of Divorce

WHICH sex is mostly to blame for divorce? The answer
seems obvious every time a mogul like Donald Trump or
Ronald Perelman or Rupert Murdoch dumps his wife.

Conservative preachers and liberal feminists are united
in their disdain for philandering men who abandon their
children. Journalists (including this one) and politicians
of all persuasions have righteously condemned
“deadbeat dads.” Even Hollywood professes to be
appalled at the cads depicted in “The First Wives Club.”

But there’s a problem with the conventional wisdom.
Across America, at least two-thirds of divorce suits are
filed by women. Researchers who have interviewed
divorcing couples have repeatedly found that, in cases
where the divorce is not mutally desired, women are more
than twice as likely to be the ones who want out. After
the split, women are typically happier than their exes.

This trend has inspired what is probably the first paper
in the American Journal of Law and Economics ever to
be named after a Nancy Sinatra song. In “These Boots
Are Made for Walking: Why Most Divorce Filers Are
Women,” Margaret F. Brinig and Douglas Allen, both
economists, analyze all 46,000 divorces filed in one year,
1995, in four different states: Connecticut, Virginia,
Montana and Oregon.

They looked for different reasons that would prompt a
woman to file for divorce. One would be to escape an
abusive husband — like a man who is adulterous or
violent. But in the state with the best records of
grievances, Virginia, only 6 percent of divorces were
granted on grounds of violence, and husbands were cited
for adultery only slightly more often than wives.

“Some women file for divorce because they’re exploited
in really bad marriages,” said Dr. Brinig, a professor of
law at the University of Iowa. “But it seems to be a
relatively small number, probably less than 20 percent
of the cases.”

Another impetus to divorce is the belief that your partner
is no longer good enough for you. The classic example
is the guy who takes a trophy wife after dumping the
high-school sweetheart who sacrificed her own potential
to put him through medical school, but a woman can be

similarly tempted to leave a husband who is less successful
than she is.

The researchers found that the better-educated partner,
male or female, was indeed more likely to file for divorce.
But again these types of divorces seemed to represent
less than 20 percent of the cases.

The solution to the mystery, the factor that determined
most cases, turned out to be the question of child custody.
Women are much more willing to split up because —
unlike men — they typically do not fear losing custody of
the children. Instead, a divorce often enables them to
gain control over the children.

“The question of custody absolutely swamps all the other
variables,” Dr. Brinig said. “Children are the most
important asset in a marriage, and the partner who
expects to get sole custody is by far the most likely to file
for divorce.”

The correlation with custody is so strong, Dr. Brinig said,
that she has changed her view about the best way to
preserve marriages and protect children. She previously
advocated an end to quick no-fault divorces, but she
now believes that the key is to rewrite custody laws.

In most states, including New York, New Jersey and
Connecticut, mothers can fight for and usually win sole
custody. But some states have recently begun making
joint custody the presumptive norm.

That change in the law seems to be keeping more
couples together, according to this study and other work
by Dr. Brinig. She and colleagues have noted a decline
in divorce in states with joint-custody laws. And when
couples do divorce, fathers who share custody are less
likely to renege on their child-support payments.

Dr. Brinig favors a law like the one recently enacted in
West Virginia, which typically awards each parent a share
of custody according to how much time that parent spent
with the child during the marriage. Besides eliminating
some of the vicious court fights that now take place over
custody, she said, such a law could lead to fewer
divorces.

“Custody is now a way — in some marriages the only
way — for women to achieve a real show of force over
men,” Dr. Brinig said. “If you remove that distortion, it’s
apt to change the way men and women relate
to each other and to their kids. Fathers are
likely to spend more time with kids if they
can expect to still see them i f
the marriage doesn’t work
out. Women will be more
likely to see men as
parenting partners, and less
likely to use divorce as a
power play.”
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Letter From Mike Galluzzo, Friday May 4, 2001
Dear PACE Members:

It has come to my attention that many of you are not very familiar with my case and you are not quite sure what to do.
So let me fill you in. The exwife filed for divorce in December 1993 and as you know the procedure is to determine
the custodial and noncustodial parent through affidavits, totally void of due process. That’s where the issue lies, but
more on that later.

I was designated the noncustodial parent and ordered to pay child support (surprise-and even though she and the
kids still lived with me for some time).

By June 1994 I lost permanent rights to my children-no legal voice whatsoever. The ex-wife was given possession of
the Van we had, and ordered to pay off the loan balance of $11,000. The loan was a second mortgage on my house.
After 4 months I signed over title to the van as ordered by the court. She made no payments, and never made any
payments, and I had to make double payments (past and current payment) to stop foreclosure on my home.

Less than a month later, she sold the van for half its’ value, kept the money, then filed bankruptcy to avoid any
payment as well as other debts. I was still making the payments for the van (and more importantly-my house). The
magistrate refused to address the issue on 2 separate requests that I could not make child support payments, since I
had to make the payments on the van (to save my house due to the 2nd mortgage) that would have gone to child
support. They claim I now owe $18,000 in child support, but pursuant to all of the bankruptcy issues, including the
van issue, I have a debt from her through the original court order, of $21,000 plus legal fees.

Since Judge Wilson refused to hear it, I filed to reopen her bankruptcy case in federal court. While the federal judge
abstained on reopening, he did state that the state court has concurrent jurisdiction and that the matter should be
brought up in the state court-which I did, and the matter should have been heard together, mitigating my child support
obligation, but Judge Wilson wouldn’t do that-they only want support money-irregardless of my ability to pay and the
debt the ex-wife stuck me causing me to choose one bill or the other. Of course, since they excluded this issue from
the contempt hearing, I had no defense and since the court only cares about money, I was found in contempt. Now,
being in jail, I cannot even make payments on my home, so of course I am even further in trouble and nearing
foreclosure.

I was finally able to raise my due process issues, but in over 7 years, not 1 objection has been granted by Judge
Wilson. I filed a lengthy complaint with the Ohio Disciplinary Counsel, but as we all know, this arm of the Ohio Su-
preme Court is essentially useless.

There are those who say I should have paid some support, but the issues remain that:

1. The support figure was never properly calculated. There are other issues of her income and my imputed income.
Repeated requests for a recalculation have been ignored and dismissed, yet the law requires the court to recalculate
upon either party’s request. I did request it quite a while ago, so why no recalculation?

2. The disposal of the van and the ex-wife’s nonpayment of the court ordered debt was the nail in my coffin. My ex-
wife enhanced her income (money from selling the van and the elimination of monthly payments for the next several
years).

I truly had no choice, but in reality the court would rather I lose my home so that my kids have no place to visit and I
have no place to live, in order to pay child support, even though I was not at fault for my inability to pay in the first
place. The court, of course, refused to even permit this to be introduced.

My issue is at the federal level due to the state courts refusal to respond to the constitutional due process issue and
the execution of their sentence (which I hope will be ruled to be illegal someday).

Tell me, does anyone really care? I care enough to go to jail-now it’s your turn. I think now is the time to push the
constitutional issue. Can the groups organize a demonstration in Urbana to bring attention to the illegal practices in
this state? We came together in Dayton to remove Judge Brigner, we demonstrated regarding Dennis Caron and he
helped get the law on paternity DNA testing changed.

Who really cares? Who will show up? I would, at least I would like to. I recommend Saturday afternoon in the square
in Urbana (an hour from Columbus, 40 minutes from Dayton).

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For years, we have been told that domestic violence
is a serious problem:  it must not be tolerated in any
form and every victim must be believed. Yet, countless
victims of domestic violence are ignored by the
system, dismissed as liars, and even charged as
abusers. These victims have been hit, kicked,
punched, bitten, choked, knifed, shot, run over with
cars, and even set on fire. They are men.

Male victim. It’s sounds like an oxymoron. How can
you be a male and a victim. Is it because they don’t
hurt when they are hit? Is it because they don’t bleed
when they are cut? No. It’s because they don’t count,
literally.

The recent Eastside Journal article about firefighter
Mark Sundt typifies the plight of the invisible male
victim. Sundt was charged with domestic violence
against his girlfriend, yet the charges were eventually
dropped. He tried to get the prosecutor to file charges
against her, without success. Now he has filed a
citizen’s complaint in Northeast District Court.

Over the years, intense lobbying by women’s
advocacy groups resulted in enactment of the Federal
Violence Against Women Act. The act provides
billions of dollars for domestic violence programs,
battered women’s shelters, law enforcement and
criminal prosecution. To aid in passage of the bill and
ensure a continued stream of federal funding, these
groups have deftly perpetuated myths that nearly all
victims of domestic violence are female. They claim
“the No. 1 reason women age 16 to 40 end up in the
emergency room is violence,” and “95 percent of
domestic violence is committed by men.”

However, both government and academic studies
repeatedly contradict these ubiquitous factoids. A
Centers for Disease Control report (National Hospital
Ambulatory Medical Care Survey:  1992 Emergency
Department Summary) debunks the ER claim. The
1998 Justice Department report “Intimate Partner
Violence” refutes the 95 percent claim:  of 1,830
domestic violence murders, 510, or almost one third,
were men. Another 1998 Justice Department report,
“Violence Against Women Survey,” found that while

Gender Profiling Prevalent In Domestic Violence

1,309,061 women experienced domestic violence,
834,732 men were also abused—39 percent of all
victims.

Extensive research documents that men and women
are almost equally likely to initiate domestic violence.
And, despite clear evidence that both men and
women suffer domestic violence, the federal act
remains blatantly gender-biased. The principle reason
male victims are ignored is that no violence against
women money can be used for male victims. Police
and prosecutors who spend time on male victims of
female violence suffer a double whammy:  they directly
expend scarce resources on the cases, and they lose
additional funding because for every such male victim
there is one less female victim for which federal money
is exclusively earmarked.

If male victims even report a crime, they are usually
victimized a second time by the system:  at best
treated with indifference or ridicule, at worst
prosecuted as the “real” abuser. Gender profiling has
become a prevalent practice in domestic violence
cases. Like racial profiling, gender profiling presumes
guilt based on bias and prejudice.

Recent cases I have seen include Eastside men who
have been punched, hit, choked, scratched, and
threatened with weapons by female perpetrators,
none of whom have been charged with crimes.

Change is needed. If you are a victim, stand up and
be counted. Demand action, respect and equal rights.
If you believe every victim counts, regardless of
gender, speak up. Call your elected officials, police
and prosecutors. Demand they stop sending male
victims to the back of the bus, stop gender profiling,
and stop giving female abusers a pass.

No victim can get real justice when only some victims
are deemed legitimate. Every victim counts, and every
abuser must be held accountable. Blaming only one
gender for domestic violence in our society needlessly
polarizes men and women, when we should be
working together for better solutions.

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The Children’s Rights Council (CRC), the national

Leving and Ron Henry.  Noted col-
umnist Cathy Young was also

present to give a presentation on gender politics
and shared parenting.

“The conference provided a terrific opportunity for
advocates of children’s rights to
two parents to network and com-
pare notes,” said Hubin upon his
return.  “PACE Columbus now has
friends across the country who are
working for similar goals and shar-
ing information on what works and
what doesn’t.”

“It was a terrific conference,” Hubin
said, “But the most exciting part

was when CRC founder and President, David Levy,

stunned and delighted conference participants with
his surprise announcement.”

Hubin was referring to the announcement that, in
the words of David Levy, “sometime this summer,
the CRC will file a class action suit either in federal
court or selected state courts on behalf of the 25
million American children who have been deprived
of a relationship with one of their parents as a re-
sult of unconstitutional laws for determining cus-
tody of minor children.  CRC believes that there is
a constitutional right to shared custody by parents

determining custody of minor children. Expanding on Levy’s announcement was CRC
Chairman of the Board, Attorney John Bouserman, Jr. Mr. Bouserman announced that the
CRC was in the initial phases of this project but that it believed that there is a constitutional
right to joint custody by parents and that the denial of that right harmed millions of children
throughout the country.

For the better half of year 2000 Judge William Chinnock
engaged in number of questionable judicial acts against
Dennis Caron including sentencing Mr. Caron to 30 days in
jail without due process of law, and then coercing him into
surrendering his right of appeal. The judge’s conduct is
now the basis for a lawsuit that is being filed in Federal
Court against Franklin County and it’s court.

Judge Chinnock is one the highest paid if not the highest
paid judge in all of Ohio. But he was never elected to the
position of judge. In fact when he was appointed to act as
judge he was ranked as the worst possible choice. Among
his credits are drunk driving, violating election laws, filing
frivolous criminal complaints against over 30 citizens of
Ohio, violating the code of judicial conduct, and a current
investigation for judicial misconduct and possible criminal
conduct. His misconduct is also featured in multiple web
sites.

Judicial Misconduct By Judge William Chinnock, Results in Lawsuit Against Franklin County
Lawsuit to be filed at Federal Court House at 85 Marconi Blvd., Columbus, OH, on Thursday 04/26/00

A March 1999 decision by an Ohio Appellate Court (Sams
v. State of Ohio) opened the door for the court and county
to be held liable for violating a person’s constitutional
rights.

This is believed to be the first federal lawsuit relying of the
precedent contained in the Sams case. If this case is
successful it will start to restore some sense of justice to a
legal system that even U.S. Supreme Court justices
acknowledge as corrupt.

Judges like William Chinnock run loose in Ohio because
Chief Justice Thomas Moyer refuses to discipline judges
appropriately. Justice Moyer has been on notice since at
least 1994 that Ohio’s record for investigating and disciplin-
ing judicial misconduct is one of the poorest in all of the
United Sates. To this date nothing has changed. In fact not
only has Justice Moyer purposely failed to rectify the
problem he is actually the person appointing judges like
William Chinnock to cases.

Why would Justice Moyer make one of Ohio’s worst judges
it’s highest paid judge ? Why indeed ????.
